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FROM PRESIDENT CHARLES H. DICK, JR.:

2019 has been another year of upward trajectory for your Foundation. Generosity
‘of Fellows, commitment by new Inductees, and thoughtful gifts in honor or mem-
~ory have combined to increase contributions yet again.

THIS ENABLED GRANTS EXCEEDING
$440,000 TO ORGANIZATIONS THAT IMPROVE
TRIAL SKILLS, PROMOTE PROFESSIONALISM,
AND ENHANCE ACCESS TO JUSTICE.

This year, we underwrote a search for new technologies for the Innocence Project to
use when establishing the innocence of the wrongly-convicted. We helped recruit
pro bono lawyers for prisoners entitled to resentencing and upgraded the legal
assistance database for active duty military and veterans in the Greater Kansas City
metropolitan area. In Tucson, we helped launch a Fellowship that will lead a family
law outreach program assisting survivors of domestic abuse. All this was in addition
to our continued underpinning of the Emil Gumpert Award, which this year went
to Toronto’s Pro Bono Students Canada and its efforts to mediate the resolution of
human rights violations experienced by Indigenous peoples in Ontario. We renewed
scholarships for young prosecutors and defense counsel so they could attend national
trial advocacy training programs. Perhaps with the most lasting impact was a
collaboration with the College’s Canadian Foundation, as it launched a fundraising
initiative to honor the memory of Past President David Scott with a major increase
in its endowment.

THE MORE WE DO, THE MORE WE FEEL
COMPELLED TO EXPAND OUR WORK.

We continue to urge that Fellows contribute to the Foundation yearly at a level
their circumstances permit. Some have found the Power of an Hour a useful gauge.
Many have made the Foundation a focus of their annual giving. Our Legacy Society
includes those who have provided for the Foundation in their estate planning.

Our retiring Trustee, John Siffert, has been a source of insight and a constant
voice for those in need of justice. John was a stellar member of the Foundation
Board and he will be missed. In his place, we are pleased to welcome Former
Regent Liz Mulvey as a Trustee; her record of service to the College suggests she
will provide much leadership to the Foundation Board in the years ahead. This
past year and in the future, thank you to all who contribute to the empowering
work of the Foundation.
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Serving the Indigenous peoples of Ontario and training law stu-
dents - this year’s Emil Gumpert Award recipient was a clear
match with the College’s mission to maintain and improve the
standards of trial practice, professionalism, ethics and the ad-
ministration of justice.

The College’s Emil Gumpert Award Committee is composed of
Fellows from around the U.S. and Canada, representing many
practice types and coming from communities large and small.
This diverse group of Fellows comes together every fall with one
goal - to identify a program, public or private, whose principal
purpose is to maintain and improve the administration of justice.

The Foundation annually awards $100,000 to a program nomi-
nated by the Committee and approved by the College’s Board of
Regents.

The 2019 Emil Gumpert Award check was presented in April to Pro
Bono Students Canada’s Indigenous Human Rights Program. Pro
Bono Students Canada will establish clinics to connect Indigenous
peoples, who have experienced discrimination, to lawyers and
law students who can deliver culturally appropriate human rights
assistance in a safe and welcoming clinical setting.

As with many past Gumpert Award winners, Pro Bono Students
Canada has strong partnerships with other community organiza-
tions, including Indigenous Friendship Centres, McCarthy Tétrault
LLP, the Canadian Human Rights Commission, Thomson Reuters,
and several Faculties of Law.

ACTL President Jeffrey S. Leon, LSM, said the “imaginative project
captures the spirit and essence of our Emil Gumpert Award.”

they draw down tax-deferred retirement

savings. Known as Required Minimum

Distributions (“RMD”), this amount is subject

to federal income taxation even if the money is

left in savings. Fellows are realizing they can
contribute to the Foundation from their 401 (k)
or IRA and not be subject to tax on that portion

of their RMD. It is rare that tax law provides

such a benefit, and for those 70 2 years or older,

it can be the ideal way to enjoy a tax benefit

and do considerable good at the same time.
