Rick rose through the ranks of the U.S. Attorney’s
office, becoming Chief of the General Crimes Section and later Chief of the Criminal
Division of that office. In 1994, Rick was appointed as a United States Magistrate Judge
for the Northern District of Georgia and was later appointed United States Attorney for the
district by President Bill Clinton, also serving under President George W. Bush.

Mr. Deane graduated with honors from the University of Georgia and went on to attend
law school at UGA as an Earl Warren Fellow. Upon graduation from UGA, Rick attended
the University of Michigan, School of Law where he obtained an LLM, focusing on
constitutional history.
